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Testifying before the Joint Economic
Committee in Congress in early Octo-
ber, Federal Reserve Chairman Ben
Bernanke specifically acknowledged
housing's role in economic recovery
and job growth and the challenges
facing builders in today's market. "The
housing sector has been a significant
driver of recovery from most reces-
sions in the United States since World
War I," he said. "This time, however, a
number of factors -- including the over-
hang of distressed and foreclosed
properties, tight credit conditions for
builders and potential home buyers,
and the large number of 'underwater'
mortgages — have left the rate of new
home construction at only about one-
third of its average level in recent dec-
ades." Clearly, Chairman Bernanke
understands the contributions that
builders can make to the economy

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when given the chance, and throughout
his tenure he has been willing to meet
with our leadership on a regular basis
to receive updates from us on the state
of the housing market and discuss our
concerns.

The new OSHA Fall Protection requirements—and OSHA’s heavy-handed enforce-
ment— are getting a lot of opposition from builders nationwide. Input from other
HBAs indicates that OSHA is going to new heights of arrogance in dealing with the
issue, to the point that they even refuse to meet with or accept calls from members
of congress who try to intervene.

One southern EO gave the following example of how OSHA is getting over zealous:
“What I'm finding is that OSHA piles on the charges (much like a prosecutor) with the
hope a contractor will settle for a lesser amount (half or so). But many of the claims
can be disputed. In fact, we have a contractor who was fined $40,000 over three
active jobs and OSHA offered him a settlement of 22K. He requested a hearing and,
through that, had several charges dismissed and a fine of only $4,000 assessed.”

A mid-west EO says his association is taking a pro-active role. “We are in touch with
Rob Matuga at NAHB on this topic and have arranged for a conference call Friday
with top OSHA officials and U.S. Senator McCaskill's staff on Friday. Frustration/
outrage over OSHA fall protection is as high on our members’ list of priorities as any
of the other critical issues (credit, appraisals, etc.)”
