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NAHB OFFICIALS MEET WITH REPUBLICAN LEADERS

NAHB Senior Officers and senior staff
traveled to Mackinac Island, Mich., to
attend the 29th Biennial Mackinac
Republican Leadership Conference on
Sept. 23-25, to discuss key housing
issues with Republicans from across
the state and the country, including
GOP presidential candidates Mitt Rom-
ney and Rick Perry.

They also met with members of the
Michigan congressional delegation,
including Reps. Fred Upton and Dave
Camp, who serve on the Joint Select
Committee on Deficit Reduction, the
12-member panel charged with finding
a way to slash the federal deficit by at
least $1.2 trillion over the next decade.

Among priority topics that they dis-
cussed are threats to the mortgage
interest deduction, proposals to abol-
ish Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac,
overly tight lending standards for home
builders and buyers, and proposed
criteria for qualified residential mort-
gages that would make 20% downpay-
ments the market standard.

NAHB officials are in constant comm-
unication with leaders of both parties
to support initiatives that will promote
the homebuilding and remodeling in-
dustry at the national level.
